Dear Ones of VPC, 

For most years of my life, each February, I’ve received a Valentine’s Day card 

from my dad. Even while my husband was giving them to me, my dad was 

too. When we first had our own children, my husband and I began to give 

them to our children as well. It’s a tradition I continue still. I share this memory 

with you because, despite it being a romantic love kind of day, I’ve learned to 

think of it as a special day to feel that we are loved. So, I find it meaningful 

that Ash Wednesday falls on Valentine’s Day this year. 

 

Ash Wednesday marks the beginning of the Lenten season. It marks the 

beginning of Jesus’ time in the wilderness, facing hunger and loneliness and 

the temptations to abuse the power entrusted to him by God. It is a season 

where we remember the depth of love Jesus had and has for humankind. 

While we can never fully grasp the vastness of his love for  us, I suspect each 

of us catches enough glimpses to be reminded that it is a love greater than we 

can find anywhere else. It fills us with a capacity to love in amazing ways. 

 

The other day, something delightful happened as I was standing in line at the Department of Licensing. The 

line was LONG, and I felt impatient. But there was a woman ahead of me who caught my attention.  She held 

a baby who looked quite tired and overwhelmed. The woman was bouncing her little girl, trying to keep her 

entertained. As she turned around at one point, another woman in front of me made a heart sign with her 

hands. I leaned over and asked if that was her daughter and granddaughter ahead of us in line. She said, “No, 

just someone who could use some love.” 

 

It  took her only a moment to offer a glimpse of love. That glimpse of kindness to another person made the 

whole room feel much nicer. 

 

I believe that part of Jesus’ call on our lives is to offer glimpses of love to one another and to tell about the 

glimpses of love we experience ourselves. Some folks choose to give something up for Lent, which is a great 

discipline. Some add a special prayer time.  You will know what is best for you, and I suggest that as a 

congregation we might also share in one together.  

 

Why not use this season of Lent to offer a glimpse of love to at one least one person each day? I wonder how 

much it might help us see more glimpses of Jesus.

Areas of Responsibility 

Scholarships, Mary’s Place partnership, IFCH, Mission Partner Relations 

 
February 4 is Food Bank Sunday. There is always a need for staples such as spaghetti and other pastas, canned 
tuna, peanut butter, broth and personal hygiene items such as toothbrushes and toothpaste. You can bring items 
to the Sunday service, take them directly to the Food Bank, or deliver them to the VPC office and we will follow 
up. Please support this organization that serves so many islanders who are food-insecure. Remember, the Food 
Bank started at VPC and we are committed to its ministry! 
 
The Purposeful Service Committee has assembled a review team, co-chaired by Bev Skeffington and Claudia 
Ross-Weston, to review the notebooks prepared by Vashon High School seniors and to recommend a candidate 
for the Vashon Presbyterian Church scholarship. This scholarship, in the amount of $1,500, will be awarded 
through the Vashon Community Scholarship Foundation. The community awards will be announced in May. 
 

One Great Hour of Sharing 
 
Lent begins early this year – February 14. This period is when VPC, and Presbyterian churches (PCUSA) 
throughout the country, participate in the One Great Hour of Sharing collection. The collection is used for three 
PCUSA programs: 
 

 Presbyterian Disaster Assistance (32%). These funds are designated for communities as 
they recover and find hope after the devastation of natural or human-caused disasters. 

 Presbyterian Hunger Program (36%). These funds are used to alleviate hunger and the 
systemic causes of poverty so that all may be fed. 

 Self-development of People (32%). This program invests in communities responding to 
their experiences of racism, oppression, poverty and injustice and educates Presbyterians  
about the impact of these social ills. 

 
OGHS is the only one of the four national offerings in which VPC participates. In the past our community has been 
very generous, and we hope to continue that. Please mark checks or cash envelopes “OGHS” or use the dedicated 
on-line button on the VPC web page.

 Sand and stain the front door, library table, and Communion table  

 Replace the wooden fence separating VPC’s front lawn from Zamorano’s’ dining area  
 
If you are experienced in carpentry or in sanding and staining (or have a friend who is and is willing to help), please 
contact me and we will work out a plan for you to work at your leisure. You do not need to tackle all of these 
projects; if you can handle any one of them, that will be a big help while also containing our repair costs.
